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Offer a welcoming room in your facility

for supervised parent visits

Prepare a meal on the first night of a
child’s placement

Lend a hand for foster parents
attending court dates by providing help
with biological kids

Collect new clothing/shoes for
teen/pre-teen foster children

Create a support group for foster
parents in your area

Host a Foster Parents Night Out to
give foster parents a needed break

Interview a foster parent in a
Sunday morning service

Begin a donation closet
(pillows, beds, blankets etc.) for
the immediate needs of kids

Invite your local children’s agency to
use space at your facility to conduct
trainings for families, workers, and
the community

Plan a baby shower for a new
infant placement

Arrange for domestic help - cleaning
or rides - before a “home” visit or
new placement

Throw a “THANK YOU” party for
social workers in your area
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
